Book (Oxford University Press) para cada uno de los exdmenes*:

- Primer Examen (Primer trimestre). Unidades: Starter unity unidades 1y 2
- Segundo Examen (Segundo trimestre). Unidades: Starter unit, 1, 2, 3y 4.

- Tercer Examen (Tercer trimestre). Unidades: Starter unit, 1,2, 3,4,5,6, 7y 8.

Todos los exdmenes incluirdan un texto, preguntas de comprensién sobre el texto, ejercicios de
uso del inglés (vocabulario y gramatica) y una redaccion (writing).

Ademas, los exdmenes podran incluir ejercicios de comprensién oral, tipo listening o dictado.
